On the 22nd of December, 1957, Vojtéch Jarnik, Professor of Mathematics
at Charles University, fellow of the Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences celebra-
ted his sixtieth birthday. Professor Jarnik is well-known to the mathematical
public at home and abroad mainly for his original scientific work in the analy-
tical theory of numbers, in diophantic approximations and in the theory of real
functions. He is also an excellent teacher and has enriched Czech mathematical
literature by his four textbooks on differential and integral calculus, treated
from a modern point of view. His outstanding services in the organisation of
scientific research must also be acknowledged, especially his work in the
Government Committee which prepared the foundation of the Czechoslovak
Academy of Sciences. From the year 1934, i. e. from Volume 64, he was Chief
Editor of the mathematical part of this journal which at that time appeared
under the title Casopis pro péstovini matematiky a fysiky and was largely respon-
sible for raising its scientific level and increasing its circulation abroad. He
remained at the head of the Editorial Board till the end of Volume 77, i. e. till
the end of the year 1952. Since then he continues to be a very active member of
the Editorial Board.*) The Board takes this opportunity of wishing Professor
Jarnik every success for many more years to come in his scientific and pedago-
gical work.
